So do not worry and say, 'What are we to eat? or 'What are we to drink? or "What
are we to wear?

All these things the pagans seek. Y our heavenly Father knows that you need them
all.

But seek first the kingdom (of God) and his righteousness, * and all these things
will be given you besides.
